The purpose of this study is to present the fundamental materials of
development of democracy and social studies education, and to find the
course of social studies education through examining the citizenship of high
school students in Cheju Do.

Analyzing a definition of the concept "citizenship" and established
studies, the structure of the consciousness of high school students in Cheju
Do was classified as the domain of the consciousness of democratic
principles, political attitudes and public spirits.

In these domains, the consciousness of democratic principles are classified
Democratic Principles, Liberty and Equality, and political attitudes are

classified Political Efficacy, Political Participation, Political Trust, Sense of
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Citizen Duty, and public spirits are classified the Spirit of the Order and
the Responsibility.

The instrument of measurement was made twenty eight questionaires
which are composed of 10 items as the domain of the consciousness of
democratic principles, and 14 items as political attitudes, and 4 items as
public spirits.

The object of investigation was chosen high school and girls’ high school
in each region—In Cheju city, Seogwipo city, and the other region.

In each school, 1080 students, the total 18 classes which were chosen one
class of one grade are the object of investigation. By the help of the teachers
who teach social studies, the result were collected.

The results of 1035 students were collected after putting execution. In
this results, except for 88 students who didn't answer all questions, 947
students were the object of analysis.

The collected materials were computerized, and statistics used in this
study was analyzed through M(average), S.D( standard deviation), and F
—test.

The result is the followings.

In analyzing the domains, 66.5% students of all objects responded in the
affirmative, 23.5% students in the negative in the consciousness of
democratic principles.

In political attitudes, political efficacy( 53.1%) and Sense of citizen duty
(92.9%) were relatively high, but political participation( 41.6%) and
political trust(17.4%) were low. In public spirits, 32.9% students are
affirmative, 58.1% students are negative.

The consciousness disposition was low.

In background variation, as a whole, high school students were higher than
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girls’ high school students in the citizenship.

The higher the grade is and the lower the standard of economic living is,

the more negative the result of it shows.

In case that the vocation of parents is public official and teacher, their

children are higher than any other student in the citizenship.
